Dear Colleague:

It is my pleasure to invite you and your faculty to the Annual Educators’ Conference of the Association of American Schools of Central America, Colombia, Caribbean and Mexico.  The Conference is scheduled for October 13-15, 2010 at Hotel Camino Real and and the SAFI Hotel in Monterrey, Mexico.  There are two reservation forms included in this mailing for your use.  Hotel reservations should be sent directly to hotel with your rooming lists.  The Hotels are directly across the Avenue from each other.  Exhibits and the General Sessions will be in the Hotel Camino Real  but workshop sessions will be held in both and some also at the Instituto San Roberto.

Our dinner dance will be incorporated again in the Mexian evening this year on Thursday October 14,  so we will finish conference activities at 1:00 p.m. on Friday, October 15.  This will allow you to choose to travel that afternoon or do some or stay on for some sight seeing  or shopping.  

The title of the conference will be “21st Century Schools ”.   Please find enclosed a program outline to be shared with your staff.   There will be appropriate workshops for  different groups of the staff including administration, counseling, early childhood, early and high school teachers,  and technology staff.  Some workshops will be given in Spanish. The format of the concurrent sessions will be similar to last year,  a few will be all day and others half a day.  The conference will give educators from throughout the region a range of opportunities to meet in order to share concerns and discuss issues of mutual interest.

You will find on the program attachment that there is an interesting assortment of pre conference institutes for you and your staff.  We are fortunate to have a strong array of presenters.

If appropriate, please make sure your hotel reservation form, has the dates of the pre conference institutes.  Hotel bills can be paid with major international credit cards (AMEX, VISA, Master, or traveler’s checks).  The hotel reservation form must be returned directly to the hotel by September 1, 2010.  After that date reservations will be dependent on availability.

Hotel Reservations

All hotel reservations must be made with the hotel directly by September 1, 2010.  Room rates include breakfast, tips and taxes.  We are using 2 Hotels so I am enclosing the two possible hotel forms.

The  Hotels are across the Street from each other.  It is a busy  and large Avenue so you need to be very careful crossing the street.  It probably is better to cross at the the Mall area instead of just in front of the hotels.

You pay at a Kioski exactly to the right of the International Gate leaving customs.  They will take credit cards, dollars or Mexican peso.  The current exchange rate is $12.80 pesos per dollar.

Passports and Visas

At the present time all U.S. citizens with a valid passport do not need a visa  but citizens of other countries should check with the Mexican Consultate. Monterrey 

will have temperatures of between 75-85 degrees.  You may need an umbrella in October.

At the present time all U.S. citizens with a valid passport do not need a visa for Mexico.  All other citizens should check with local Mexican embassies or consulates concerning visas.  The temperature in October is  approximately between 87 degrees F.  You may need an umbrella in October.
